ENDORSEMENTS

Endorsements
The endorsement of the National School Boards Association may be provided for programs or activities sponsored by entities outside the NSBA State Association Member if the program or activity is determined to meet the following criteria:

· The program or activity is national in scope, consistent with NSBA's mission and will advance accomplishment of NSBA goals and objectives.

· The program or activity does not conflict with any policy or resolution approved by the Delegate Assembly or any policy of the Board of Directors.

· The endorsement incurs no financial liability for NSBA.  If any financial liability is incurred by the endorsement, the endorsement must be approved by the Board of Directors, irrespective of the procedures outlined below.

· The nature and number of other endorsing organizations.

· The program, activity, or sponsoring organizations do not discriminate against participants on the basis of race, ethnic origin, religion, economic status, sex, or sexual orientation.

· The profit making or not-for-profit status of the sponsoring organization.  Unless there are special circumstances, endorsements will not be granted to profit making entities.

Requests for NSBA's endorsements generally fall into two categories:  (1) one-time national events, celebrations, or campaigns; and (2) ongoing public interest programs or campaigns that cover a period of years.

To facilitate a timely response to endorsement requests, the Executive Director is authorized to consider requests of a one-time, one-event nature and may make a determination based on the above criteria and report such endorsements to the Board of Directors.

For requested endorsements of ongoing, multi-year activities, the Executive Director shall submit a written report to the Board of Directors or Executive Committee for consideration or action.  Endorsement of multi-year programs will be reviewed annually and may be extended or withdrawn at any time by action of the Board of Directors.

RELATIONSHIPS WITH OTHER ORGANIZATIONS

NATIONAL SCHOOL BOARDS FOUNDATION

The Board of Directors of the National School Boards Association (NSBA) approved the establishment of the National School Boards Foundation (NSBF) in December 1995.  NSBF, organized under Section 501(c)3 of the Internal Revenue Code, encourages and prepares local school board members to become catalysts for education change and agents for systemic reform in the public schools.  The Foundation's projects, underwritten by grants from corporations, foundations, and by federal grants are designed to help school boards strengthen the uniquely American tradition of local representative governance of public schools.

The National School Boards Foundation is governed by a Board of Trustees consisting of at least seven (7) members, including three (3) ex-officio Trustees who hold permanent seats with full voting rights.  These Trustees are the Executive Director and the current NSBA President and Immediate Past President.  The Trustees set priorities, guide decision-making, and play a major role in fund raising through their own gifts and by opening doors to corporate, foundation and individual donors.

The Board of Directors of the National School Boards Association believes that NSBA should provide general operating support for NSBF.  Since its inception, NSBA has provided within its budget resources to support the Foundation's staff, office space, equipment and other general overhead expenses.

Given the Foundation's record of projects that advance NSBA's mission and goals, it is in the best interests of NSBA to continue its financial support of the National School Boards Foundation.  NSBA's support will be considered when preparing NSBA's annual budget and, barring unforeseen circumstances, will be included in its budget planning.  In addition to general support, NSBA could contribute funds for particular projects or as otherwise determined by NSBA.
