NSBA represents the school board perspective in working with federal government agencies and national organizations that impact education, and provides vital information and services to its member state associations. Bryant directs a staff of 90+  people at NSBA’s headquarters in Alexandria, Va.
A Boston native, Bryant is an experienced association executive who has researched and written extensively on K-12 education, volunteer-staff leadership issues, and the role of the federal government in education.  Bryant serves as a spokesperson for NSBA to Congress, the news media, and national organizations. She continuously seeks to forge new partnerships to guarantee every child an equal opportunity for a high quality education. 

Bryant also has served as a trustee of Boston’s Simmons College, her alma mater, and chaired the college’s board from 2001-04.  She is vice chair of the Schools & Libraries Committee of Universal Service Administrative Company, which includes oversight of the $2.25 billion technology discount fund for schools and libraries, known as E-Rate.  Bryant recently served as a member and co-chair of the CEO Forum on Education and Technology, an organization of education and technology sector leaders assembled to report to the nation on progress in technology and education.
